OKLAHOMA CITY - On Monday,
September 21, 1987, Herland
Sister Resources made an of=-
fer to the owners of a pro-
perty in northwest Oklahoma
City. The offer was accepted
and Herland is now under con-
tract to purchase the proper-
ty located at 2312 NW 39th
Street. Many of you may re-
cognize the address as being
in a part of town the gay
community calls "The Strip".

There are two buildings on
the property which measures
50' by 140'. With 1062 square
feet in the main structure and
an additional 360 square feet
in the brick garage, the pro-
perty contains considerabl
more usable space than Her-
land's present home at 1630
NW 19th Street.

Collective members are en-
thusiastic about the prospec-
tive new home. Because of its
convenient location, there is
the potential for increased
business. With its proximity
to popular gay gathering pla-
ces, Herland will be better
able to serve the needs of our
community and engage in out-
reach activities. Increased
space will bring an increase
in the amount and variety of
store inventory. The commer-
cial zoning and environment
will allow our new home to be

identified with a business
sign on the front of the
building; Something Herland
has been unable to have be-
cause of its Tocation in a
residential neighborhood.
HSR, Inc. will be able to of-
fer one or two of the rooms
in the main building for rent
as office space. This will
help defray some of the ex-
penses of owning our own pro-
perty, as well as assist the
local wimmin's community by
offering additional wimmin's
services in a convenient lo-
cation,

As this newsletter goes to
press, it is not decided just
what use the brick garage a-
rea will serve, but its po-
tential is entiting, because
it lends itself to a multi-
tude of exciting possibili-
ties.

The back yard 1is large and
secluded and promises to be
the scene of many outdoor
functions, including our fou-
der's infamous barbcue gath-
erings.

Ordinarily, commercial
property would be hopelessly

beyond Herland's financial

resources. However, this
commercial property, with its
price tag of $35,000 is with-
in Herland's grasp due to the
fact that it is in need of
lots of TLC. A Handywimmin's
Special, so to speak, it of-
fers the kind of challenge
Herland volunteers have risen
to in the past. Requiring
the skills of an electrician,

a plumber, carpenters, car-
penter's helpers, painters,
and go-fers, this one-of-a
kind project vows to bring
us together with an immediate
sense of purpose, a common
goal ... and elicit the many
talents inherent in our mul-
tifarious community. v

A CALL FOR HELP

After several offers and
counter offers on the pro-
perty at 2312 NW 39th, the
final contract specifies a
10% down payment - $3,500.

November 30 1is our dead-
line. On that date, closing
takes place and HSR:takes
posession of the property...

Around the Country

MOMENTUM BUILDS FOR
LESBIAN AND GAY RIGHTS MARCH

WASHINGTON - Activists in over 200 ci-
ties are organizing to bring thousands of
lesbians, gays, People with AIDS, and civil
rights supporters to Washington, DC on Oct-
ober 11 for the second National March on
Washington for Lesbian and Gay Rights.

According to Pam David, one of twelve
full-time national staff members, support
is growing around the country. "The march
has already been endorsed by over 450 stu-
dent groups, labor officials, women's or-
ganizations, solidarity groups, AIDS ser-
vice organizations, lesbian and gay groups
and elected officials," David said.

Early reports indicate a massive turnout
for the March. According to Arthur Scott,
"New York City is sending 500 busses, thou-
sands of people are flying in from Califor-
nia, and planes have been chartered from
both Columbus, Ohio and Minneapolis, Minne-
sota."

Marchers will gather at 9 AM on October
11 at the Ellipse, located at 15th and Con-
stitution, NW, where a morning rally is be-
ing planned. According to Gisele Mills,
another full-time staff member, "The People
of Color Caucus is coordinating a multi-
cultural event that will involve speakers,
as well as music, theatre and poetry."

"Between the volume of phone calls, and
the number of information requests, office
volunteers are being kept very busy," said
Steven Dwyer, a member of the March staff.

"We already have 2,000 free and altern-
ative housing spaces for people coming to
the march activities," said Michael Resen-
dez, another full-time staff member.

Other key areas being organized out of
the March Office include national Tlogistics,
volunteers, housing, media, fundraising, and
the October 13 civil disobedience action at
the Supreme Court.

NATIONAL TASK FORCE OPPOSES BORK

The National Gay & Lesbian Task Force.
(NGLTF) is actively opposing the nomination

of Robert H. Bork to the U.S. Supreme Court. i

NGLTF Executive Director Jeffrey Levi ann-
ounced that the Task Force will strenuously
fight the nomination as part of a broad-
based coalition of civil rights groups.

"Judge Bork has proven himself to be a
biased ideologue," said Levi. "His nomina-
tion for this position of great power and
trust betrays the American tradition of
fundamental fairness and equal protection
under the law for diverse minorities."

Levi announced a five-part NGLTF strat-
egy to work for the defeat of Bork's nomi-
nation. "We will Tobby the Senate against
the nomination in coalition with the Allia-
nce for Justice and the Leadership Confer-
ence for Civil Rights. We plan to testify
at the confirmation hearings. We will work
hard to build constituent pressure against
this nomination. We'll be educating media
about the homophobia of Bork's decisions.
And, perhaps most importantly, we will be
strenghening our community organizing ef-
forts at the state level, where many of the
legal and legislative battles will be |
fought." :

Bork was the author of a decision uphold-
ing the discharge of a gay Naval officer,
Dronenberg v. Zech. In an opinion that an-
ticipated the Supreme Court's reasoning in
Bowers v. Hardwick, Bork held that the right
to privacy does not encompass private consen-
sual homosexual conduct,

A subscriber to the far-right doctrine of
"original intent", Bork believes that the
Constitution must be interpreted strictly in
accordance with what the "founders" intended.
In addition, Bork's views on the first amend-
ment would dramatically change the kind of
freedom of speech we now enjoy under exist-
ing Supreme Court decisions. For one, Bork
believes that "The First Amendment, like the
rest of the Bill of Rights, appears to have
been a hastily drafted document upon which
little thought was expended". (47 Indiana Law
Journal 1, p. 22, Fall, 1971).

Bork disagrees with the existing test
for political speech which protects peo-
ple's right to express opinions that are
hostile to the government unless there
is a "clear and present danger" shown
from such speech. Bork believes that
decisions denying the free speech rights
of political dissenters (such as Gitlow
v. New York or Whitney v. California) are
correct because such speech "has no poli-
tical value within a republican system of
government". (Id., at 33). :

Further, Bork believes that "Constitu-
tional protection should be accorded only
to speech that is explicitly political."

LESBIAN BATTERING:
SOCIAL CHANGE URGED

Daspite its lomg existence, leshian batiering has only
recently become a public concern of the battered vomen's movesent
and of leshian communities. A 1983 NCADV conference on lesbian
battering and the subsequent publication of an anthology of
weitings on the issue has begun io break the silenca on this
painful subject. Women both within the batterad women's aovesent
and leshian comaunities are beginning to tell stories of lesbian
battering and to develop siratagies for providing services and
ending the violence. But we are at the very beginning.

U2 are as such at the beginning as the batiared women's
sovement was in the early '78's!  analysis and theory and
strategies are still tentative; the nead is great; there is fear
and hesitancy; there is little popular support or understanding;
and yet a fow courageous women are struggbing along to do
something to save lives, even if it isn't the perfect thing.
despite tha difficulties, there is reason for great hope in this
beginning of our work, for we have the possibility of learning
from ths surcesses and errors of tha past 15 years of the
batiarad women's movemend. .

i seems 3 second chance. this reason that [ want
Lo strike 2 of alara here, a warning about some of the

zea heainning s haopen across the country among people
who work with battered lashiams.

I feel tha greatest thing the batisred women's movement has
dona is to provide support for the eanuueraenf of batiered women
and copsaquantly for all women. The way if provided this support
pas bean simplal  the firsi was o bring’ women together in
sheiters where they could talk together in groups and 1o realize
for the first time that they were noi alone, that the violence
was not their fault, and thai their batierers had auch in comeon.
It was radicalizing for women io learn that there is a systes of
belief in our society that supports batiering. From this
recognition, battered wosen case to undersianding that battering
was aboul power and contral, and not about sickness, stress,
alcoholise, co-dependency, or the failures of women.

The second  thing the movement did was to racognize that

- batiered yomen are the primary source of all we tan ever know

about batiering. Their stories are the iruth of the movement. Ye
. recognized that nof only do batiered women hold the truth of
their lives but they also hoid the answers to what they want and
nead.  The movement, at its best, took a clear position that it
vas noi sheliter workers® role {or thai of anvone 21se} io give
battered women answers or to tell them what thev should do. The
result, of course, was deeply empowering.

And finally, the movement came to understand that the way to
and violence was to create a world that did not permit it. It
recognized all the ways that violence is fostered through systems
of sexism, racism, homophobia, anti-Semitism, classism, elc., how
those systems support a battarer’'s sense of privilege, and how
those systems converge in a batier2d woman's life. We saw
imnediately that we could not work onr.battering as an isolated
phenosenon between two people. To bring about an end to violence
against women, we had to sesk a societal solution.

(Let us be tlear here that the issue is not that
someone is a mental health professional but that she uses a
sental health approach to lesbian battering -- an individualizad
approach that does not lead to qroup amalysis and action about
the larger issues of violence that keep battering supported in
our szociaty )  The majorily of services we hear about are

- one-on-one th2rapy or support groups led by therapists and both

services require that the victims pay which of
wany women froa getting help.

Thare are several reasons that sental health professionals
are maving first to fill the need for dealing with lesbian
battering. A major reason is that batisred women's shelters,
because of homophobia and fear, are not willing to take on the
issue. If shelters ara unwilling to consider battered leshians

5 batiered wopen, then the most appropriate place for‘héttnreﬁ
19 shians o racaive sarvices is within the lssbian comeunity. [
is here that battsred leshians should form ' support groups (for
frea, facilitated by thessslves); it is here that all lesbians
should take on the issue of lesbian battering and develop
analysis, do public education, amd develop strategies to
elininate battering in our community. Howaver, due to the strong
denial in the lesbian community, w2 have bean slow to take this
issue on and consequently it has not felt safe for battered
leshians o be public.

Therafore the need is being met by therapists who have
private practices and enough safety to provide individual
sarvices in the privacy of their offices. They are the paople
most readily available to meet the needs of women experiencing
yinlenta at the hands of their loved ones. Bub because the
violence is seen as a disease, in many instantes the batterers
ar2 receiving aore atiention and services that the victias. Ve
are facing here what we are facing in the batiered women's move-
sent as a whole! w2 can offer counseling to individuals forever
(and probably sustain a good income from it) but we will do
little to change the sysies of beliof and bshavior that continues
to provide us abusers and victiams.

But with leshian battering we are at the beginning and have
a second chance.  We don't have to repeat the mistakas of the
battered women's movement. Our plea is for lesbian communities
to end denial about lesbian battering, to learn about it directly
from battered leshians, io begin offering safe places fa
and to organize to
As part of this, we ask these
therapists now involved with leshian battering to become
political, to organize with the cosmunily, %o seek group and
societal solutions, to take a social change as well as individual
approach. And finally we call on batiered women's programs to
work to elipinate hoaophobia and o make sheliers safe places for
pattered ieshians whera lesbians can be both safe from their
abusers and safe from the abuse of hoaophobia.

There are many ways to overcome this wide-
spread problem. The most effective way I
know of is to simply pretend you are not
shy.

First of all, before you approach her,
say this to yourself one hundred times:
"The worst that she can say is 'no'. If
she does, it will be her loss!". This will

prepare you for any rejection that may oc-
cur,

If by some chance she does say "no",
have her watch you while you tie a knot in
a cherry stem with your tongue. (you should
practice this for at least three hours a day
for five days prior to attempting it in pub-
1ic.) This should impress the waitress be-
yond belief. Ask her out again. If she
still says "no", repeat the cherry stem
trick over and over and over again. Keep in
mind that the more you do this trick, the
faster you will get.

Before you know it, you will have gained
so much attention from other women that you
will forget all about your 'cute waitress'.
She should have said "yes" when she had the

" chance.

Ue play $15 and
g9 to a concert for farmers or the homeless -- and we do not
change anyihing excapt a fee individual circuesiances.  And ee
can then g0 back to our comfortable homes and feel righteous in
our 2ffort o help those who experience hardship. These efforts
are on the lsval of Christmas baskets for the poor.  Théy maxe 2
few peonla fae]l better for a day or two bui they do not change
the conditions that produce the poverty or discriamination or
violenca.

When we give woman after woman individual counseling, ee
help har lsarn to copa with or improve her own circumstances, but
we do not change the rauses of vislence in our society. In"this
battered women's movement that includes heterosexuals, lesbians,
women of color, old and young women, we musi renew our commitment
to change the socieby that creates and supports violence in our
lives.
