It wasn't until I was 
going to bed that night, chuckling about the movie, that I struck my forehead and realized -
Ohmigosh, that Quidditch match wasn't real - they really weren't flying those brooms high 
in the sky. 

And those are two of the things that bother me about Harry Potter - how obsessed kids 
get with it, and how easy it is to succumb to the fantasy and believe it is real. The other 
thing is that my new church preaches that the Harry Potter books are very dangerous and 
encourage people to make light of the "dark arts." What do you make of all this, Sybil?

Dear Ivanna, 
Do kids get too obsessed with Harry Potter? I dunno, I used to read Robin Hood under 

the covetS with a flashlight; and if! was between books my own creative fantasies took 
over and I gamboled in the branches of the great Sherwood Forest with Robin, Will Scar­
lett, Friar Tuck, and of course the sweet Maid Marian, to whom I was always very gallant 
and kind, as the poor thing didn't get to have much fun (she had to be rescued such a lot). 
Anyway, what an archer I was, how many times did I save the day as Robin's trusty side­
kick! I rode the West with Tonto and Kemo Sabe; for two years I never willingly took off 
my boots and six-shooters. And - this is embarrassing - I even pulled many a prank and 
solved crimes with the Bobsey Twins - and if that isn't the height of fantasy, what is? 

We should take a look at some of Harry's underlying values. Good triumphs over evil,· 
handsome is as handsome does; the social/economic dass one is born into doesn't have a 
thing to do with how classy a person is. Brains are great; but only when accompanied by 
hard work and good ethics. Women and men, girls and boys, warlocks and witches, are 
completely equal in intellect, humor, courage, spirit, valor, ethics and wizardry. Physical 
strength, in a world of wizards, doesn't amount for beans; and Quidditch, which is the Holy 
Grait the OU Footbalt the Super Bowt the Final Four, the ne plus ultra, of Hogswarts and 
indeed the entire wizardry world, is played at all levels by girls and boys alike; on the same 
teams. The school champions are likewise both male and female. 

To look for the negative, there are more compelling male dJaracters than female ones; 
stilt there are more prominent female charactetS in Harry than in most children's books. 
Hennione, the Quidditch players, Professor McGonagalt Angelina, Cho, even the lady in the 
portrait: these are all strong characters. There are not a lot of female villains, but I'm not 
sure I mind that, as it is so rare in fiction that female "heavies" are not completely one­
dimensionat and that dimension being: bitch. Think: Rita Skeeter. 

So on gender equality Harry is pretty good. On race, when Rowling thinks of it, fine as 
well On sexual orientation, thus far, silent There is considerable c/assism directed to­
wards Mugg/es, but - c'mon, why not? Mugg/es come in all shapes, ages, sexes, sizes and 
we assume colors and sexual orientation, so it is perfectly equitable for wizards to snicker 
at them. I kinda do .... don't you? 

As far as succumbing to fantasy and believing it is reat one word: Professional Wre>­
Uing. And Santa Claus and the Tooth Fairy. And the Little Mennaid, the Jungle King, Dis­
ney and Madison Avenue. Let's get real here about fantasy's role in our lives. 

Now, on to your church's concerns: are there ''dark arts" that we must be wary of, that 
are encouraged by the great - ahem - Satan? Certainly some people believe there are. 
And some people attempt to practice evil magic. Assuming for argument's sake that there 
is such a thing, it should be pointed out that ''good" magic always triumphs over bad magic 

(what the churches call ''magick'') in magical books: The WJZard of~ the Hobbit, The Lord of the Rings, The Cat in the Hat - and, yes, 
Harry Potter. Here's the troth: most people who are waming of the dangers of reading Harry have never read one of the books or gone to 
the movie and the ones who have are just stamping their litUe feet like Rumpelsti/skin, furious that someone besides them has done such a 
joytUI magical job of creating this pure child's fantasy, which is rightfully showering the author with fame and riches. J. K Rowling is giving 
the gift of literacy and the love of books to millions of children. Bless her for that. 

So for heaven's sake, Ivanna, grab a flashlight and get under those covers with your kids! Fun's not all that easy to come by these days!

I f you can make it to Tulsa on September 13th, by all means get there. Lucinda is com­
ing to town! That's Lucinda Williams, for any of you who might not know her by just her 
first name. And she's only one of the best singer/songwriters ever. She rarely if ever 

comes to Oklahoma so don't wait thinking she's coming to Oklahoma City because she's 
not. Greg Johnson at the Blue Door is a friend of hers and he can't even get her to play in 
Oklahoma City! As she put it, with the success of her 1998 album, Car Wheels on a Gravel 
Road, her appearance fees have gone up. 

Williams is playing the last show of the season in the Spot Rocks the River concert series 
at Tulsa's River Parks Amphitheater. General admission tickets are around $30 and can be 
found at www.startickets.com or at Albertsons in Tulsa. 

It's possible Lucinda Williams may not be in your CD rack, but some of her songs might 
be. "Passionate Kisses" recorded by Mary Chapin carpenter, 'The Night's Too Long" sung 
by Patty Loveless, "Crescent City" by Emmylou Harris, "Changed the Locks" by Tom Petty 
and also Kasey Chambers, and "Lafayette," by John Cougar Mellencamp, among many oth­
ers too numerous to mention, are all songs written by Lucinda. The daughter of a poet, 
Miller Williams, she shows him all her lyrics before releasing her CDs. Her latest CD, World 
Without Tears, came back from her dad with no marks on the words. In an interview I 
read, she said he commented, 'This is the closest thing to poetry you've ever written." 

If you like Lucinda, don't miss this show. It can't get much better than listening to 
Lucinda and her band on the river in Tulsa on a nice end of summer evening. I'll see you 
there! 

I've been listening a lot lately to a Ruthie Foster CD I bought used several months ago 
and for some reason never listened to until now. This CD is several years old, but lately 
I've been reading a lot of press on Ruthie and everyone who's written about her just raves. 
So, I pulled it out recently and quickly heard why she gets such wonderful reviews. She's 
awesome, as a singer and as a songwriter. Here's my favorite quote about her written by 
Richard Skanse of Texas Music Magazine about her latest CD, Runaway Soul 'That's Run­
away Soul in a nutshell: not so much a happy union of gospel and blues as a riveting tug­
of-war between the two, with Foster's powerhouse voice caught in the middie as the prize. 
Self-penned tunes prove that Foster, a Gause native who's been working the folk circuit for 
more than a decade, can hold her own as a songwriter, but it's as a singer that she truly 
dazzles .. " Please do yourself a favor and take a listen to her at www.cdbaby.com.
