FULL MOON COFFEEHOUSE REUNION:
ARE THEY LOOKING FOR YOU?

SAN FRANCISCO, CA - Full Moon Coffeehouse
was a bookstore and coffeehouse begun in
Senfrancisco 15 years ago. For over 4
years it created a safe place for women
to gather, buy books, listen to poets and
musicians, share their art work, and talk
to one another over a cup of coffee. It
was the first space of its kind, leading
the way for many women's businesses that
are still in operation today.

Now, 15 years after its opening, and
10 years after its closing, a 10th anni-
versary reunion celebration is being plan-
ned. Planners seek women who were invol-
ved with the coffeehouse through work,
financial support, entertainment, moral
support or being a regular customer.
They are looking for missing friends and
co-workers: the women who made Full Moon
a reality through their effort and sup-
port. The reunion is on June 25, 1988.

THAT'LL TEACH 'EM ::@!

An arrogant response to feminist crit-
icism has cost a Minneapolis advertising
agency an $8 miliion client. As reported
by AP writer Paula Froke, it all started
when Neala Schleuning, director of the

Mankato Women's Center, wrote in October
to Charles S. Anderson of Duffy Design
Group, criticizing parts of a presenta-
tion Anderson had made to a marketing
conference. Schleuning also objected to
a poster ad for the television show
"Dynasty" that prominently featured the
phrase, "Bitch, Bitch, Bitch."

Mr. Anderson's response was to send
Ms. Schleuning a photograph of an African
boy kissing a cow's backside and a letter
stating, "As the enclosed photo clearly
illustrates, the Dinka tribe of East Af-
rica has a rather barbaric ritual... I
pass it along to you believing that you
will be able to deal with these people in
the same firm, yet even-handed manner in
which you dealt with us."

When Schleuning objected, she received
letters from the parent company, nation-
ally recognized Fallon McElligott. Ag-
ency chairman Fallon said he was "appal-
led" that Anderson had not made arrange-
ments to pay for a one-way trip to Africa
for Ms. Schleuning. Creative director
McE1ligott called her the company's
"brave missionary to the Dinkas" and said
her "amusing" letter had entertained 150
people around the company bulletin board.

"We obviously weren't thinking," said
Fallon later. He said her letter had a
paragraph referring to the "male gonad
style of doing business,” and "that hit a
raw nerve, because we don't see our-
selves like that at all... We allowed our
reaction to your criticism to sweep us be-
yond the bounds of judgment, taste and
common decency."

But it was too late for apologies. The
Minnesota Women's Consortium had already
mailed copies of the photo to other Fallon
McETligott clients including Federal Ex-
press, The Wall Street Journal and Timex.
As a result the award-winning agency lost
its 6th largest client, US West (a former
Bell company), which stated that due to
their "strong and longstanding commitment

to pluralism and equal opportunity," they
had no choice but to drop their account.

Aside from the distortion and triviai-
ization of African Dinka culture (which no
one seems to have mentioned), Kay Taylor
of the women's consortium said, "It's im-
perative that imagemakers, in particular,
learn that there is a price for denigra-
ting women."

think it's important anymore. The truth
is, most women are not out of the closet
yet and are almost as deeply in the closet
as they were 15 years ago. There are pock-
ets of institutions that never existed be-
fore, but for the most part they are still
in the closet in their jobs, with their
families, and some friends. Lots of women
stili think they are sick or perverted,

that there aren't any other lesbians.
Lots don't know they have an option to con-
sider."

To overcome the present financial crisis,
Olivia is encouraging people to buy tickets
for their 100th anniversary concert, which
is planned for the year 2073. This was de-
signed as a "fun" fundraising.event, ac-
cording to Judy, with the specific purpose
of showing that they believe 0Olivia and
the culture needs to survive for the next
100 years for the future generations and
not just for the last 15 years.

The response to the fundraising is very
good. They are in the process of releas-
ing a new album by Dianne Davidson next
month on their subsidiary label, Second
Wave. There is also one in the making for
Lucy Blue Tremblay.

For those artists who are wondering
what it would take to be carried on the
Olivia label, Judy had this advice: "De-
velop your own following and find out how
good you are through the audience response
before sending anything to Olivia. I have
gotten good, on-the-way tapes and some
terrible tapes. It's really important that
you have a strong sense of how good you
really are and that you have really honed
your craft."

For those who are thinking about start-
ing a business, she had this to offer:
"Have some backing, learn something about
the business you're going into prior/tp
starting, don't get discouraged, but make
sure you have money to do what you need to
do to get over the first hump, because
it'11 be too easy to stop at that point if
you don't."

"We had no money and no expertise," she
explained, "but we started out of a com-
plete conviction. If you have minimal con-
viction, you can find out how to do things
and convince somebody to help you."

In closing, Judy added, "We intend to be
here for as long as we are doing what is
needed and what can be supported. I con-
sider it a tremendous victory for having
done this for so long."

NOW CONFERENCE TO CELEBRATE:
FROM VISION TO EMPOWERMENT

BUFFALO, NY - Delegates to the 1988 Na-
tional NOW Conference will celebrate
"Women's Vision, Voices and Votes - The
Feminization of Power," June 23-26, in
Buffalo, New York. Featured speakers and
entertainers include the Honorable Shir-
ley Chisolm, singer Judy Collins, femin-
ist comedienne Roseanne Barr and author
Charlotte Fedders.

On Thursday, June 23, buses chartered
by NOW will depart from Buffalo to nearby
historic Seneca Falls for a day celebrat-
ing women's history. Activities will in-
clude tours conducted by women park ran-
gers through Elizabeth Cady Stanton's
home, the Women's Rights National Histor-
ical Park, the Women's Hall of Fame, and
the Presbyterian Church where Alice Paul
declared the start of the first Equal
Rights Amendment campaign in 1923.

Late afternoon ceremonies will feature
a reenactment of the first Women's Rights
Convention held 140 years ago, with a
presentation and debate of Elizabeth Cady
Stanton's "Declaration of Sentiments."

In addition, an awards ceremony will be
held to congratulate winners of NOW's es-
say contest on the need for the Equal
Rights Amendment. The National NOW Board
will hold its pre-conference meeting ,in
Seneca Falls. K

A separate registration is required
for the Seneca Falls day trip. The fee
includes transportation and food.

The National NOW Conference will con-
vene officially on Friday, June 24. This
is an issues conference at which the del-
egates will participate in workshops and
issue hearings to help determine NOW's
legislative and policy agenda, and to de-
cide on major bylaws proposals.

After a full day of workshops on Friday
in the Buffalo Convention Center, Ameri-
ca's "Domestic Goddess," Roseanne Barr
will be the featured entertainer with her
irreverent humor. She will also address
the Conference on Saturday morning.

Special events planned for' Saturday
afternoon, in observance of National Gay
Pride Day, will be announced later. Issue
hearings and regicnal caucuses will lead
into Saturday nignt's gala entertainment
featuring vocalist Judy Collins and the
all-women comedy and dance band "Tres Sha
Na Na."

Charlotte Fedders, author of Shattered
Dreams, an expose of her 16-year tortured
marriage to former Securities and Exchange
Commission Counsel John Fedders, will
speak on Sunday, June 26. Also speaking
at the morning plenary will be the Honor-
able Shirley Chisholm, former congresswoman
and the first woman in this cnetury to run
for President of the United States. Chis-
holm presently chairs the National Politi-
cal Congress of Black Women and is a uni-
versity professor, lectureer and writer.

Additional highlights of the Confer-
ence include a Wellness Clinic to provide
free health testing and counseling on
health issues by Buffalo General Hospital,
and an art exhibition by Western New York
women artists.

An Interview

MEET OLIVIA'S PRESIDENT

The April issue of the HSR Newsletter
featured an article about the 15th anni-
versary of Olivia records. For this an-
niversary, Olivia has literally opened her
doors and is allowing organizations around
the country like Herland to interview the
people involved with the organization.

With this opportunity before us, we
would Tike to introduce you to the presi-
dent of Olivia Records, Judy Dlugacz.

I heard that, "Judy Who??" Judy Dlu-
gacz, pronounced Da-Tou-gatch, is the pre-
sident of Olivia Records and has been
since its incorporation in 1973. To this
day she remains the driving force behind
its 15-year success.

Born in Queens, New York, Judy's family
moved to Plainview, New York on Long Is-
land when she was 5. She lived in Plain-
view until she started college at the Uni-
versity of Michigan, Ann Arbor.

"I majored in psychology of women,"
Judy said, "and became involved in a group
called Radical Lesbians." After gradua-
tion, Judy and a few friends from that
group moved to Washington, D.C., where
they became politically and socially close
to other women.

"We were Tooking for something to do
together that wasn't on a volunteer basis
so no one would get burnt out," Judy said.

“"We wanted to start some sort of institu-
tion but didn't know what."

Meg Christian found a record by Cris
Williamson in the bargain bin of a record
store and started promoting her music all
over the Washington, D.C., area. When
Cris came to perform, she performed to a
packed house where people were actually
singing along with her.

"She was so amazed she forgot the words
to the song and Meg stood up and sang
them back to her from the audience," Judy

said, "and that was the sweet beginnings
of everything that's here today."

Based on a suggestion by Cris to start
a women's record company, Judy and the
rest of that group of women got together
and committed themselves and all the money
they had to making the record company a
reality.

"0Tivia was started out of a desire to
try out new structures and out of necess-
ity," Judy explains. "Through the process
of attrition, I'm the only one Teft from
the original group. We were a very sin-
cere group of people who knew we had to be

‘a structured organization even though

‘corporate this' and 'corporate that' had
no meaning to us. It's remarkable that we
were a collective for 7 years. The work
was exhausting, plus not having alot of
money but doing necessary, important
things with it. We got to sit in the sad-
dle of a spectacular cultural phenomenon:
the creation of a lesbian culture. What
started out as 25 people coming to events
turned into 2,500 all over the country."
When asked about her future as presi-
dent of Olivia, the 36-year-old replied
that it all depends on getting through the
financial crisis they are presently under.
She explained that Olivia is a community-
based institution and that they did not
want to involve major investors. Instead,

. they relied on the community and operated

on a shoestring budget for 15 years.

"OTivia has tried to be THE women/les-
bian recording company and is the only one
who has that title," she said. "There are
other wonderful labels, but they do not a-
scribe to women. We have stood out for 15
years as a lesbian label. What we have
done has never been financially viable but
has been incredibly successful. We have
sold over a million records, put out 32
albums, and have held thousands of con-
certs. It's very expensive to do that,
and we need to educate the community about
what goes on and find ways to keep it a
community-based organization."

"T think it's important that women know
about each other," she added. "People
here in the (San Francisco) Bay area don't

We need
all the help and exposure to this stuff
we can get. The artists also aren't ben
fitting because no one has the money to
buy their tapes and records.

How long is it going to be until we
have another concert? Seems to me that
if those three would have been spread ou
we might have been able to go into the
summer with some great stuff, give us
something to Took forward to, and maybe
even sold more tickets.

Am I asking too much? I'm just someont
who buys the tickets to see,a good con-
cert and help you cover costs and make r
nough of a profit to bring in more great
talent and really Tet the women of OKC
know what's out there. See, my main rea-
son for writing was not just because you
emptied my wallet, but because of the wo-
men in our community. They need to know
and you've only touched the tip of the
iceberg. I'm a concerned lesbian who see
an opportunity going to waste because of
your apparent lack of cooperation. Don't
we have enough struggling in this Tife-
style without more struggling being cre-
ated among ourselves?

If you have enough consideration to
bring the entertainment to us, why not
have enough to spread it out so we can
really benefit from it?
