Attorney General
Morales i^peals
Ruling On 21.06

AUSTIN - On April 5th, Texas Attor
ney General Dan Morales ̂pealed S tate
District Judge Paul Davis' order that
Texas' sodomy law, Section 21.06 of
the Texas Penal Code, is unconstitu
tional and may not be enforced.
In his motion for appeal Morales said,
"Our obligation is to defend the laws of
the state when they are challenged." He
continued, "Our goal is seek a determi
nation once and for all on the constitu

tionality of this particular law."
21.06, which makes it a Class C misde

meanor for consenting adults of the
same gender to have "deviant sexual
intercourse," has been successfully
challenged by the Texas Human Rights
Foundation (THRF) in a lawsuit filed
April 12, 1989 on behalf of five gay
men and lesbians. The organi2ation is
paying all court costs and attorneys'
fees in the case.

Judge Davis heard the case, entitled
Morales et al. vs. the State of Texas, on

December 10, 1990, and he declared

the law unconstitutional from the bench.

His written order, blocking the State
"from arresting, prosecuting or other
wise enforcing" 21.06, was issued on
March 15,1991.

THRF attorneys estimate that it will
take from 120 to 200 days for the case
to be heard and an additional 30 to 90

days for a decision to be handed down.
THRF's Legal Coordinator Margaret
Tucker stated, "We welcome this ap
peal. An appellate court victory would
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clearly establish a statewide precedent
on the unconstitutionality of 21.06. The
upcoming appellate court battle is cru
cial in insuring equal rights for gay men
and lesbians in this state."

Hearings Reopened in
Kowalski Case

MINNESOTA - St. Louis County,

Minnesota District Court Judge Robert
Cambell has reopened the hearing in
the case regarding Karen Thompson's
request for guardianship of Sharon
Kowalski, her lesbian partner who was
disabled in a car accident in 1983. Al
though Judge Campbell heard four full
days of testimony in November and
December of 1990, he has decided to
allow one more day of testimony to
accommodate medical personnel from
Leisure Hill Nursing Home. No other
party has filed a request to be Kowal-
ski's guardian.
Sharon Kowalski resided in the Leisure
Hill Nursing Home from July 1985
imtil January 1989, during which time
Karen Thompson was not allowed to
see her. Dr. William Wilson, a physi
cian at the nursing home scheduled to
testify at the December 5, 6 & 7,1990
hearings in Minneapohs but failed to
appear.

"1 fail to understand what relevant in

formation the Leisure Hill Nursing
Home staff could have on my ability to
be S baron' s guardian," said Thompson.
'They never saw us together, as 1 was
forbidden to see Sharon while she was

there. Everyone testifying at the up
coming hearing had the opportunity to



testify last November or December."
"This is another in a long series of legal
hoops through which Karen and Sharon
have been force to jump in this case,"
said Rosemary Dempsey, VP - Action
for the National Organization for
Women. 'The evidence is clear and it is

time for the Judge to make a decision.
Every day of delay only hurts Sharon
Kowalski."

Thompson filed for guardianship of
Kowalski in August of 1989. Follow
ing the hearings in December, a deci
sion was expected by early March. With
the reopening of the hearing, a decision
could be delayed until late Juneofl991.
The extra day of testimony is expected
to cost Thompson over six thousand
dollars in additional legal fees.

Women Veterans

Support Network
Formed

VIRGINIA - A new publication and
support network is being established
for women veterans of the U.S. Armed

Forces. "Pallas Athena" will provide
articles of interest to women veterans

and resource information, as well as

fiction and creative works by women
veterans. All women veterans, regard
less of race, creed, religion or sexual
orientation are encouraged to partici
pate. A special (discreet) supplement
will be published for lesbian veterans.
The Pallas Athena Network was cre

ated to respond to the lack of resources
specifically designed for women veter
ans. The network is named after the

Greek Goddess of wisdom, craft and

war. The likeness of Athena also served

as the branch insignia for the Women's
Army Corps.

DALLAS - The Steering committee of
the Gay & Lesbian Alliance Against
Defamation USA (GLAADAJSA); has
announced that its next meeting, to
continue the work of forming a national
federation, will be held May 11-12 in
the new Dallas Gay & Lesbian Com
munity Center.
Representatives from GLAAD chap
ters nationwide met recently in Brook
lyn, New York, at which time they
elected Los Angeles representative
Dana Gorbea-Leon to serve as Chair.

Gorbea-Leon, a GLAAD/LA board

member, is a union activist and free

lance writer who has also served as

public relations co-chair of Gay &
Lesbians Latinos Unidos.

Debra Johnson of Santa Cruz, CA has

agreed to act as facilitator and consult

ant for the May meeting and on an
ongoing basis for the GLAAD/USA
Steering Committee. Johnson is a dis
tinguished California-based activist.
Texas lesbians and gay men may recall
that Johnson was facilitator for the

Texas-wide Town Flail Meeting in

Austin last July.
The GLAADAJSA Steering Commit
tee is made up of representatives from
chapters in New York, Los Angeles, the
San Francisco Bay ,\rea, the National
Capitol Area, Baltimore and Dallas.
There are also chapters in formation in
Houston, Atlanta, Florida, and in Sac
ramento, Santa Cruz, and Orange
County, California.
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GLAAD/US A is a diverse group dedi
cated to confronting public expressions
of homophobia or heterosexism, and to
promoting the fullest possible under
standing of the breadth and diversity of
lesbian and gay lives. GLAAD pursues
these goals by organizing grass-roots
responses to public expressions of big
otry and by working with the media to
promote accurate coverage of issues
that concern the lesbian and gay com
munity.

AAA agrees to "family
discount" for Same

Sex Couples
SEATTLE - In a setdement of a Seattle

human rights complaint brought by a
gay man, AAA Washington ha extended

its requirements for "associate" mem
bership to include domestic partners
and other residents of a "primary"
member's household.

The discounted associate membership

previously had been reserved for the

primary member's spouse or depend
ent children age 23 and under.
Civil rights attorneys say the settlement
is the first in Washington state, and one
of only a few nationwide to prevent a
business from discriminating against
same-sex couples. It is believed to make
AAA Washington the first and only
AAA chapter in the nation to formally
accept same-sex partners as associate
members.

The settlement stems from a complaint
made to the Seattle Human Rights De
partment March 1988 by Demian, a
Seatde resident with asingle legal name.
In June 1990, the department deter
mined that the former AAA policy dis
criminated on the basis of marital status

when it told Demian that his domestic

parmer was ineligible for associate
membership.
Primary membership in the non-profit
organization costs $45 for the fu-st year;
$35 for subsequent years. Associate
membership costs only $17 yearly.

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INTERVIEW
Tasha Sumner Talks To

Lobbyist Laurie Eiserloh

About The Legislative Session,

The Bills We Need To Fight

For, Those We Need

To Defeat, And What

We Can Do To Help.

This session of the Texas legislature is
in full swing and will be finished around
theendofMay. TheLesbian/GayRights
Lobby (LGRL) is hard at work on all
legislation that involves lesbian and
gay concerns. So this month we are
talking to Lobbyist Laurie Eiserloh
about the legislative process and how
we can get involved.

I know there have been changes at
LGRL that have altered the focus of
your job and Glen Maxey's. Can you
tell us about it?

Since Glen's election to the House

(District 51, South Austin), he can no
longer do any lobbying. He is still stay
ing on with the LGRL, but in an admin
istrative capacity. As a result, I am
pretty much running the legislative
program. The main difference is that
now I am working by myself on legis
lative issues, and I am working on all
issues that affect the lesbian/gay com
munity. I'm not focusing so much on
just women's and lesbian issues.
As soon as the legislative session is
over. Glen will come back to work at
the LGRL on community organizing,
and I will be able to work more on

women's issues.

Can you tell me (in abbreviated form)
how the legislative process works?
Ordinarily, some lobby, or group, or
constituent will decide that a bill needs

to be passed in a certain area They do
the research, write up a bill and put it in
bill form (sometimes representatives or
senators write the bill themselves). Then
it is given to a representative or senator
and then they send it to the legislative
drafting counsel. When the bill comes
back to the legislator, everyone looks it
over. If everything is alright, it is filed,
given a stamped bill number, and put in
the "big book". Then the bill is assigned
to committee. When it goes to commit
tee, this is the public's opportunity to
give testimony. Anvone who wants to
can come and speak on a bill (of coiu-se,
if you would like to speak on a bill on
gay and lesbian issues, it is best to talk
to the Lobby first). The bill then will
either go directly out of committee for
vote by the entire House or Senate, or it
is referred to a sub-committee. Once it

is referred to sub-committee, it can ei
ther die in committee or be sent on for

a full vote in the House or Senate. If it

passes there, it then goes for vote in the
other legislative body. The process can
start in either the House or the Senate.
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Of course, it doesn't always happen
like this, it can get much mwe compli
cated, but this is a general overview of
how it works.

There are many bills, both good and
bad for our community, that are coming
up in what is left of this session, can you
tell me a little bit about them? We can

start with the good...
Well, let's talk first about House Bill
1592. This is a bill that was written by
the LGRL and in troduced by Rep. Debra
Danburg (D-Houston). What this bill
does is alter the Texas Family Code.
Presently, the Code specifically says
that one factor you cannot take into
consideration in determining the cus
tody of a child is the sex of the parent.
This bill alters that language so it now
states that you cannot take the sex, the
sexual orientation, the race, or the

religion of the parent into consideration
when determining custody.
Race and religion are already protected
by the Texas constitution, however,
more specific guarantees within a
statute are always stronger protection
than just general protection in the con
stitution.

We also wrote a bill that I'm not sure

will even get a hearing. This is a mar
riage bill and was introduced by Rep.
Debra Danburg. We simply marked out
the line in the Texas Family Code that
says "two persons of the same sex may
not be married".

Travis County District Clerk Dana
DeBeauvoir, made a statement that she
thinks it is ridiculous that she cannot

issue a marriage license to consenting
adults. She also pointed out that a
marriage licaise is a legal tool. The
license will allow you to get health
insurance through your lover's em-
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ployer, etc.

The next bill 1 would like to talk about
is the repeal of 21.06 (the state sodomy
statute). This is House Bill 1153 and
was introduced by Rep. Danburg and
Rep. Cain. It is going to be very, very
difficult to repeal 21.06 through the
State Legislature this session. The bill
is going through an extremely conser
vative committee. We're going to try,
of course, but 1 think the courts are our

best option right now. (For more info
on the status of 21.06 in the courts, see

page 8 in this issue of Dimensions).
A group of about 15 community leaders
from across the state recently met with
Attorney General Dan Morales. He in
vited us to the Supreme Court for
breakfast, and to talk about how we
wanted this case to be handled. All of us
pretty much agreed that it needed to be
appeded to the Third District Court of
Apireals in Austin.
The reason it needs to be appealed is
that the decision by the Travis County
District Court doesn't really have pre
cedential value outside of Travis
County. This means the recent ruling
striking down 21.06 really only applies
to Travis county. It doesn't apply any
where else in the state. Taking the case
to the court of appeals would give it
more value as a precedent.
In fact, in Michigan, they have a case
similar to this one where the state re

fused to appeal, and now the gay and
lesbian activists there are suing the state
12 appeal.
Next, there is House Bill 1154 (infro-
duced by Rep. Danburg and Rep.
Maxey). This is a basic, statewide non-
discrimination policy. This bill would
basically take lesbian/gay people and
give us the same protections that have
been given by various civil rights acts



to other minorities. Again, I don' t think
that this bill is terribly likely to go
through until 21.06 is taken off the
books, but we still have to keep talking
about it every single session. We can't
let the issue die because it is so impor
tant.

This session there is a bill (House Bill
899) that would specifically state that
funeral homes cannot discriminate on

the basis of race, color, national origin,
religion, sexual orientation or cause of
death. This bill would protect PWA's
because funeral homes often refuse to

accept the bodies of people that have
died of AIDS.

It would also protect other lesbian and
gay people. Right now, funeral homes
often refuse to follow the wishes of gay
and lesbian people as to the disposal of
their bodies. This means that they can
ignore the wishes of the deceased and/
or their "life partner" in favor of the
wishes of the family. For instance, you
and your lover have purchased a burial
plot together in Austin and you both
wish to buried there, but yoiu- lover's
parents decide that they want her buried
in the family plot in Arlington. The
funeral home will most often follow the

wishes of the family, even though those
were not the stated wishes of the de

ceased.

There are also two different varieties of

Hate Crimes bills in the legislature this
session. The first variety (House Bill
2294 and Senate Bill 1317) is very
specific and states that penalties would
be increased for those committing hate
crimes against anyone based on their
race, religion, sexual orientation,
physical disabilities, etc. The other
variety (House Bill 1568 and Senate
Bill 767) are just general bills that apply
to "people traditionally discriminated

against".
All these bills have provisions for keep
ing statistics. This just gives police of
ficers a sheet that looks like a parking
ticket. When they report a hate related
crime, they check off what kind of hate
crime it is (racial, religious, sexual ori
entation, etc.). Many people have criti
cized the Federal Hate Crimes Act be

cause it is just a statistics keeping act. I
think it is important to point out that
these bills are important. Police offi
cers often don't realize how often hate
crimes happen until they begin keeping
records.

Well, now what about the "Bad" bills?
Most of the bad legislation this session
is AIDS related. The worst is Rep
demons bill (House Bill 2509). This
bill undercuts the omnibus AIDS bill

passed last session. It does things like
require mandatory HIV testing for all
prisoners. It allows any public school
official or teacher to know the HIV

status of child regardless of whether

they have had any training about HIV.
It would even make it a crime for a

woman who is HIV positive to breast
feed her child. It would also require that
all AIDS education programs state that
homosexuality is not an acceptable life
style.
There are also several others including:
House Bill 2440 and House Bill 1362

which require mandatory AIDS test
ing; House Bill 702 which discrimi
nates against HIV positive Doctors and
Dentists: and House Bill 238 requiring
mandatory testing of persons suspected
of exposing police officers, fire fighters
and others to the AIDS virus.

from Australian author Claire McNab.

Cop Out is the fourth in the Detective
Inspector Carol Ashton mystery series.
This new book finds Carol thinking of
leaving the police force, unhappy with
her relationship with lover Sybil, and
distracted by the attention her partner is
paying to the career of a promising
female constable who is new to homi

cide.

In the midst of all this turmoil, Bryce
Darcy, a member of a prominent family
has been murdered. His sister, Char
lotte Darcy is found at the scene of the
murder with blood on her shirt and the

murder weapon laid beside her. Carol's
partner. Detective Sergeant Mark

Bourke, believes Charlotte is the mur
derer and is willing to let the case be
closed.

Carol believes there is something more

to this case than meets the eye and sets
out to investigate. The Darcy parents
insist that their son was murdered by an
intruder. Charlotte claims that she has

been given drugs without her knowl
edge. Eric, Charlotte's husband had
motive and opportunity. And finally,
Carol learns that the dead man was a

member of a support group for married
gay men.
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I always look forward to Ms. McNab's
novels and Con Out was well worth the

wait. The Carol Ashton series is right
up there with the Kate Delafield mys
teries on my short list of great lesbian
mystery novels. Not only do I recom
mend Con Out to all mystery lovers, I
would also suggest all of the Carol
Ashton series, including Lessons in
Murder. Fatal Reunion and Death

Down Under.

Our second book this month is Lodestar

by Phyllis Horn. This thriller from the
author of The Chesapeake Project is

one of the best lesbian novels to come

out in awhile.

This is really three separate stories in
volving a series of strange occurrences
in the lives of therapist Stephanie Scott
and Judge Alice Cutter. To begin with,
both women are being threatened be

cause of a child custody case that was
decided in favor of a lesbian mother.

After meeting Stephanie at the trial.
Judge Cutter decides to bring her in on
a FBI project to get her son, Michael
Cutter, and his family out of a com

mune named Enlightenment. The com
mune's leader has discovered a chemi

cal compound named Lodestar that
makes the commune residents do what

ever they are told, no matter how outra

geous.

In the meantime, Stephanie's ex-lover
Robin has asked for her help because
her new lover Megan is being threat
ened by mysterious phone calls. Megan
claims that the harassing phone calls
are coming from a man who raped her
when she was a teen.

All of these stories are intertwined and

make Lodestar a very readable, ex
tremely satisfying book. Ms. Horn's
affinity for grand, diabolical plots mixed
with romance and humor certainly sets
her apart from most lesbian writers and
makes her books a joy to read.

Okay, so now we know what bills are
good and bad, what can we do to help?
When I was in college, I didn't think
writing or calling your representative
did much good, but it does. Letters and
phone calls are verv important.
Both can be very simple, all you have to
say is "I oppose" or "I support House or
Senate Bill so and so." When they get
your letter or call, your support or op
position is tallied into a computer and
taken into account when he or she votes.

You don't even have to explain yoiu"
position (although you can if you want),
a simple "I oppose or support" will
suffice.

You can also contact people who are
not in your district, for instance. Rep.
Danburg of the Houston Montrose dis
trict is very supportive of our commu
nity. It always helps to write and thank
someone, like her, who introduces

positive legislation for us on a regular
basis. Writing and calling the people
who write the really bad bills also has
some impact.
All you have to know to write to your
Senator is his/her name and this ad
