Ifyou’re looking for somereal country music bya very
talented woman, Heather Myles’ Highways and Honky
Tonks (Rounder Records) should be onyour list. Unfor-
tunately, her traditional country style iswhy she won’t get
played on mainstreamcountry radio, but that’sjust further
proofofthesad state ofradio. Shehasboththetalent and
the looks that should make her an instant sell. With a
beautifuldeep voice and great songwriting skills, Mylesis
producing music that I hopeI’ll get to hear for along time
to come.

Myles’ music istraditional country with alittle bit ofan
edge, a 90’s attitude as her record label calls it. Or the
Bakersfield sound as othershave described it. “If Tammy
Wynetteand Buck Owens had a child, it would be Heather
Myles”, isaquote she credits to Ray Wylie Hubbard. She
knowshowto sing country music with the right timing and
phrasing that makesher songs sound like timeless country
songsthat have been around for along time.

Myles wrote 10 ofthe 12 songs on the CD, including
aduet withMerle Haggard, “No One is Gonna Love You
Better.” Of the two songs she didn’t write, both are
country classics. “Kiss an Angel Good Morning,” made
famous by Charley Pride, and the Ray Price hit “I’ll Be
There If You Ever Want Me” are the two outsiders she
does wellmaking her own. Allhersongs are great country
and it surprises me to hear a woman still doing good old
country, not the country/pop songs being played on the
radio today. “Broken Heart for Sale,” “Playin’ Every
Honky Tonk in Town,” and “Love Mea Little Bit Longer”
make me long to be inan old roadside bar, two-stepping
on a sawdust floor, drinking a cold beer and feeling the
bittersweet feelings oflost love. Thekind ofthings country
music should make you feel.

“BrokenHeart For Sale” isone ofthe best songs I’ve
heard ina while. It’s style remindsme alot of Patsy Cline,
and with Myles’ deep clear voice, the comparison isa fair
one. “Forsale, brokenheart for sale, Needstender lovin’
care, If youneed a spare, This broken heart’s for sale.”
“Love Me aLittle Bit Longer” will be familiar to anyone
who’stried to salvage arelationship. “Who Did You Call
Darlin’” is the requisite country cheating song. And the
duet with Merle Haggard gets better every time I listento
it. Theirvoices go well together. Mylessaid she heard that
Haggard rarely does duets but she asked him and he said
yes, and she calls it one of the high points ofher career.

“Playin’ Every Honky Tonk in Town” is a play on words
song, which country music is famous for, about a woman
who’sbeenleft, and it’seither aparty everynight song to get
over a heartbreak or a gigging on the road song, or both.
“Now I go to bed each mornin’, Wake when the sun goes
down, Because I’'mplayin’ every honky tonk in town.”

Myles has two earlier albums on Hightone Records,
Just Like Old Times and Untamed, as well as a live album
released on Demon. She’s opened for acts such as Merle
Haggard, WaylonJennings, and Ricky Skaggs. Shelives in
London and has been popular with British fans. Hopefully
the U.S. will catchup and discover thismusic aswell. Idon’t
know ifcountryradio will ever get smart enough, but maybe
when enough people start demanding decent music, we’ll
getit. That sureisanice thought.

Ifyouwantto listento this CD, stop inat Herland some
day and put inonthe CD player. The floor thereis perfect
fortwo stepping!

A quicknote about the Blue Door Radio Show. It’son
KRXO (107.7) on Sunday nights from 7-9. Greg Johnson
and Rick Caldwell host the showand it’sa great chance to
hear artists never before played on the radio in Oklahoma.
Lucinda Williams, Kate Campbell, Lucy Kaplansky, Julie
and Buddy Miller, Chris Smithers, Ellis Paul, JimmyLaFave,
Darden Smith, Dave Alvin.......... getthe picture? I made
a few requests to Greg because I don’t think they play
enoughmusic by women, and he said he’d get the CDs and
playthem! It can’t get much better thanthat. Well, okay, a
full-time radio station playing stufflike this show would be
nice. Other cities have them.... why can’t we? Please,
please, please, listen to the show and let the stationknow
youlikeit. Hopefullyit will last longer than the show KKNG
had for a while, the County Line Cavalcade. Good show,
justnot mainstream enough for the stationI guess. Thisis
abig step for KRXO because the show doesnot fit in with
theirregular format, rock classics, so let’slet themknowit’s
appreciated. a
