WASHINGTON ~ In a paper sub=-
mitted to the Presidential

Task Force on Adoption, the
Lesbian Rights Project (LRP)
and the National Gay & Les-
bian Task Force (NGLTF) urg-
ed the Reagan Administration

‘|to remove obstacles to adop-

tion by lesbians and gay men.
The paper, authored by LRP
Directing Attorney Roberta
Achtenberg, was submitted to
the Presidential Task Force
on October 19th.

The interagency Task
Force on Adoption was creat-.
ed on August 24th by Presi-
dent Reagan. It is charged

_|with making specific recom-

mendations on how adoptions
can be encouraged, through
federal legislation, regula-
tory change, and state and
Tocal action.

"Our ideas about whose

| family is Tegitimate tend to

be based less on clear per=-
ceptions of the many ways in
which families are now con=
stituted, and more on what
our families were like when
we were growing up," noted
LRP's Roberta Achtenberg.
"Lesbians and gay men have
not been viewed by society at
large as people with famil-
ies or as people interested

The LRP and NGLTF com -
ments cite recent social sci-
ence research to debunk some

of the most commonly-held myths

about Tesbian and gay parent-
ing. The comments conclude,

"There is no competent social
science data developed in the

last twenty years which indi-

cates anything other than that
homosexuals are as qualified
as heterosexuals to parent
children, It is crucial that
this be understood if society
is to avoid relying on preju-
dice, misunderstanding and
stereotype, to the detriment
of not only the homosexual
seeking to parent but, more
importantly, to the child in
need of that parent's love
and home."

"In submitting this pap-
er to the Presidential Task
Force, we wanted to challenge
stereotypes with the reality
of social experience," said
NGLTF Executive Director
Jeffrey Levi. "Lesbians and
gay men do have stable, heal-
thy, loving relationships and
families. And, many of us do
have the desire and commit-
ment to be excellent parents:

Since 1977, the San
Francisco-=based Lesbian
Rights Project has worked
through the courts, the Tegal
system, and community-based
efforts to promote the rights
of lesbians and gay men to
legal equality and justice.

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they happened to start to crawl. Her even-
ing's repertoire of original compositions
included the popular standards "Remember
Your Best Friend", "Somebody Saved Me", and
the celebrated autobiographical Timerick
"My Two Sisters".

Deidre McCalla, accompanying herself
on guitar and singing original composi-
tions that reflected an understanding of
topics ranging from mothers, "Mama's
Little Baby Girl", to cats, "The Cat Song};

HAVE YOU EVER EXPERIENCED
ANTI-LESBIAN SEXUAL ASSAULT?

"Two years after the rape I realized it
was homophobic violence; he had, after all,
followed me home from a gay bar. Suddenly,
I felt vulnerable, totally alone. It was as
if my whole world turned upside-down,"

"When my lover's parents came, I was in
shock. Her lesbianism was not mentioned,
let alone the dyke-hating notes she had rec-
eived the month before. Her rape and nmur-
der was not random, and the silence infur-
jated me."

Dear HSR:

The following information has been sent
to organizations like yours across the coun-
try in an effort to reach as many lesbians
as possible. Extensions on the posted dead-
line for submissions may be requested in
writing.

I am excited about the response I have
received, both from publishers and lesbians
generally, I am a lesbian feminist active
in the anti-rape movement for over six years.
I received my masters in feminist theology
‘from Harvard Divinity School in 1981, and
began working as program director ef the Wo-
men's Crisis Service in Manchester, New Hamp-
shire, Serving over 130 rape survivors and
1,000 battered women annually, the Women's
Crisis Service is one of the largest sexual
assault/domestic violence programs in north-
ern New England. During the following six
years, I published an assortment of fiction
and non-fiction, including news features for
the Gay Community News, a story for New Hamp-
shire's Full Circle journal, and an article
on "Confronting Homophob1a" in Aegis. In
addition, as New Hampshire's lesbian repre-
sentative to the National Coalition Against
Domestic Violence from 1983 to 1986, I dev-
eloped anti-homophobia trainings and.dia]o-
gued nationally on lesbian battering, in-
ternalized homophobia, and custody/civil
rights issues. I am currently working as
fundraiser for Transition House, a battered
women's shelter in Cambridge, Massachusetts.,

Through my work, I have met many les=-

. bian survivors of homophobic sexual assault.
Though their circumstances differed, the
common themes of lesbian vulnerability ver-
sus the expectation of lesbian strength, the
lesbian community's ambivalence, personal
failure, fury, and the journey to survival
resonated with my own experiences as a sur-
vivor of anti-lesbian rape.

I believe that this anthology will fill
a void in the current literature regarding
services to survivors, but, beyond that, it

will expose the extent to which a homophobic
society overlooks, and even condones, crimes
against lesbians. As sexual assault func-
tions to control all women, homophobic sex-
ual assault and its threat is a powerful
means to terrorize lesbians into silence, i-
solation, and shame., By breaking the si-
lence on this extreme form of terror, the
anthology has the potential to empower sur-
vivors and motivate a lesbian/feminist re-
sponse.

I am telling you a little about my
background because program part1c1pants and
potential contributors are often curious a-
bout my qualifications for undertaking such
a project., In addition, I feel compelled to
allay any fears regarding my motives for e-
diting this anthology. I am expecially com-
mitted to including the voices of women of
diverse political and socio-economic back-
grounds, including women of color, rural,
working class and physically challenged wo-
men.

NEW CHILD SUPPORT GUIDELINES

UNDER ATTACK
By Paula Brooks

In 1984 Congress unanimously
passed the "Child Support Amend-
ments," a comprehensive package of
tools for states to improve their
collection of court-mandated child
support. This is especially impor-
tant to the unsupported children of
Oklahoma, and children whose absent
parent lives in Oklahoma. This state
is historically one of the least ef-
fective in enforcing child support
collections. The latest statistics
from the federal government rank Ok-
lahoma 50th out of 54 jurisdictions
in effectiveness for 1986.

The section requiring states to
adopt uniform guidelines in setting
child support -awards by Oct. 1, 1987,
recently gained significance for many
Oklahomans. On Sept. 29 the Oklahoma
Supreme Court ruled that a formula
bubmitted by the Oklahoma Bar Asso-
ciation was superior to others exam-
ined by the Child Support Advisory
Committee.

The formula is simple - both
parents can easily understand their
obligations to their child(ren) even
before deciding to divorce. Because
it is an "income-sharing" formula,
both custodial and non-custodial con-
tributions are represented. This
offers at least a psychological re-
cognition by the noncustodial parent
that he or she is not the only one
"paying out" for the child(ren).

Since the formula is non-gen-
der specific, it assures the father
who is awarded custody the same fi-
nancial help as the custodial mother..
It also requires judges to justify
in writing why they deviate from
the formula.

A lot of men don't like the

formula - judges, attormneys, non-
custodial fathers and some legisla-
tors. Child support awards went up
from an average $150 or or less per
month for each child to a more real-
istic amount. Two state senators,
Jerry Pierce and Jerry Smith, plan to
initiate legislation to change the
new guidelines.

It's time for all women and all
children's groups to stand up for
equitable child support guidelines.

F.YoI.: The high risk groups include
IV drug users, gay or bisexual men, persons
having blood transfusions between 1979 and
1984, and persons whose sex partners belong
to one of the previously-listed groups. It
could also be dangerous to have sex with
anyone who has had sex with anyone in any of
these risk groups.
