Herland (our bookstore) was named aŌer a feminist novel.  You are invited to 
join a discussion group and  book study on that novel at Herland.  Kathy 
McCallie will organize the discussion and have copies of the book available.  The 
group will meet from 1:30-3:00 p.m. on Saturday July 2nd, 9th, and 23rd.  

 Herland, wriƩen by feminist CharloƩe Perkins Gilman and first published in 
1915, helps us imagine what the world might be like if women were in 
charge.  Gilman imagined a utopian society, free of war, conflict and domina-
Ɵon.  Her book is fun and thought-provoking.   

 There is no cost for the book study,  and used copies of the book will be availa-
ble for use or sale.  It is not necessary to complete reading the book before the 
first week.  All are welcome to join in. 

The theme for 2011 OKC Pride is “POWERED BY PRIDE.” Event coordinators expect approximately 70,000 people to get excited and 
party with a purpose during the three-day event. A suggested donaƟon of $10 will include entry to the weekend events and special 
discounts at concession stands. All proceeds will benefit the future construcƟon of a community health center.   

The future health center will cater to the lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgendered community in central Oklahoma. OKC Pride vice 
president John Gibbons says the new community health center will provide individuals with a comfortable and safe environment 
for their health needs. OKC Pride plans to purchase land for the health center with the 2011 OKC Pride proceeds. The locaƟon of 
the land will be along The Strip.   

A pre-Pride fundraiser called “My Big Fat Gay 80s Wedding Party” is being held on Sunday, June 19, at Coles Garden,  1415 NE 
63rd, from 4 pm to 7 pm.  Tickets are $40 per person or $70 per 

couple and can be purchased in advance at New Leaf Florist or the 
Boom.  80s aƫre is strongly encouraged and the prize for best-
dressed is a one night stay at the Colcord Hotel plus dinner.
